Grammar
Everyone will take the second semester exam in May/June.
Grammar will be taught through daily language practice drills and writing.  These drills must be recorded in a separate notebook and used on periodic tests.  Specific units will be covered throughout the year.
Literature will include a variety of literary forms. 
Composition will include (and not limited to) teaching the proper procedure for writing a number of specific assignments such as persuasive writing, analytical writing, synthesis and multi-genre research.  There will also be timed in-class writing assignments and outside writing assessments that must meet MLA standards.
Vocabulary will come from the literature book and novels, as well as SAT and ACT supplements.  

Grading:  The final grade for each nine weeks will be a straight average of all grades.  Therefore, it is extremely important to turn in all assignments. Be sure to check grade-line frequently.   Late assignments will be one letter grade off for each day late and will not be accepted after three days.  If your absence is unexcused, your grades during that time period will be zeroes.  Refer to your student handbook for further explanation.  60% major grades, 40% minor grades.
Conduct:  You must follow the student handbook rules.  It is important that you are on time, have materials ready, raise your hand to be recognized, do English in English class, refrain from using inappropriate language, remain seated until the bell rings, and respect other people and their property.  
Expectations:  This is an important year for you.  I expect you to strive to keep good conduct and your grades high.  I like to maintain a positive atmosphere and I expect you to do your part.  I expect you to follow an honor code when you are taking tests and when you are doing at home assignments, which must be your own work.
